TO THE SANTA CLARA COUNTY DISTRICT ATTORNEY AND THE SANTA CLARA
COUNTY SHERIFF’S OFFICE:

Per stipulation of the parties you are hereby ordered to release a two to four centimeter
portion of evidence item #216-4 (an approximately twenty-nine centimeter hair collected from
a white rope seized from Mr. Garcia-Torres’ red Jetta) to the defense by sending the partial

hair shaft to:
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The parties have stipulated that:

1.

the District Attorney Crime Laboratory has been requested by the defense to cut 2-4
centimeter (cm) of item 216-4 for mitochondrial testing at the laboratory noted
above;

the District Attorney Crime Laboratory shall send a 2-4 cm portion of item #216-4
in a manner that is consistent with their training and experience in sending such
samples for testing by outside labs so that the item arrives in a condition suitable
for mitochondrial testing of a hair shaft;

counsel for the defendant will provide the District Attorney with appropriate
shipping dates to ensure that the recipient is open for business for the expected
delivery;

the results of the defense testing of said hair shaft are confidential consultation for
the defense and may or may not be disclosed to the District Attorney except as
required under Penal Code section 1054 et seg;

the defense may consume the entire 2-4 cm partial hair shaft if necessary;
the cost of the testing shall be borne by the defense;

counsel for the defendant shall make arrangements with Mitotyping Technologies
to ensure that any unused portion of the hair and any remaining extracted DNA are
returned at defense expense to the District Attorney Crime Laboratory in a manner
that is consistent with their training and experience in sending such samples so that
the items arrive in a condition suitable to maintain the integrity of the evidence;

the defense is on notice that the cutting and consumption of a portion of item 216-4
will compromise the ability to do further comparison of 216-4 against other
reference or questioned hairs;

the defense is on notice that the cutting and consumption of the 2-4 ¢cm portion of
item 216-4 as requested by the defense may compromise other forensic testing of
216-4 by the defense whether contemplated at this time or not; and
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10. the District Attorney Crime Laboratory will send the requested portion of item 216-
4 via Federal Express or other similar delivery service and cannot make any
warranty regarding its care and handling after leaving the custody of the District
Attorney Crime Laboratory.
